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In the last four days, the COMESA region has recorded 703 new COVID-19 cases as compared 
to 239 that were recorded on 26 March 2020. This is an indication that the cases are on the rise. 
The countries that recorded relatively high numbers of new cases include Egypt with 200 and 
Tunisia with 189. 

Compared to the last update, on March 26, a significant increase of new cases has been noted in 
Mauritius (91), DR Congo (50), Rwanda (29) and Madagascar (27). The increases are of concern 
and more containment measures need to be put in place to slow down the rate of infections.

To date, a total of 1,593 cases, which represent a 79 percent increase, have been recorded in 
the COMESA region. Out of these 160 infected persons have recovered and 65 deaths have also 
been recorded. The surge in the number of new cases can partly be associated with the increase 
in the number of local community transmissions. It should be noted that in the early stages most 
countries in the region reported imported cases.  As shown in the regional trend the number of 
total cases have spiked in the last 10 days.

However, dynamics have changed and now most countries have entered into a new phase of 
local transmission, which is an issue of concern. The AU Chairperson has noted that most 
African States are experiencing high levels of poverty, poor sanitation and existing disease 
burden, overstretched health systems and high urban population density. These are likely to 
exacerbate the already worrying trend of new infections.  Most of the deaths recorded so far 

have been associated with underlying pre-existing conditions and old age.
